McNamara McCarthy School of Irish Dance 
Family Organization.

BY LAWS 
ARTICLE I: GENERAL 

The name of the organization shall be the McNamara McCarthy School of Irish Dance Family Organization. The McNamara McCarthy School of Irish Dance Family Organization is a non-profit organization. 

ARTICLE II: BASIC POLICIES 

The following are the basic policies of the Family Organization. 
a. The organization shall be non-commercial, non-political, and non-sectarian. 
b. The organization or representative of the organization shall in no way interfere, pressure or attempt to influence teachers, coaches or owners with their responsibilities. 
c. The name of the organization or the names of the members in their official capacities shall not be used in connections with a commercial concern or with any partisan interest of any purpose not appropriately related to the objectives of the organization. 
d. The organization shall not directly or indirectly participate or intervene (in any way, including the publishing or distribution of statements) in any political campaign on behalf of, or in opposition to, any candidate for public office. 
e. Persons representing the organization shall make no commitments that bind the organization, unless otherwise authorized by the Board of Directors. 
f. In the event of the dissolution of the organization, the assets shall be distributed to the McNamara McCarthy School of Irish Dance in accordance with the non-profit status provided by the State of Wisconsin and the Internal Revenue Code as from time to time amended. 
g. When deemed necessary, the Family Organization will secure liability insurance for events.

ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP AND DUES 

a. Membership in the Family Organization shall consist of any McNamara McCarthy School of Irish Dance parent who has paid their required membership/family dues. 
b. The Board of Directors at the first meeting of the fiscal year shall determine annual dues for membership in the organization. 
c. After the initial meeting, any changes in dues will be determined by the membership present at the time of the vote. 

ARTICLE IV: 
OFFICERS AND THEIR ELECTION 

a. The Board of Directors shall consist of a minimum of three members. Officers Board Members will hold office for a three-year term until the successors are elected. Vacancies or Board expansion will be filled as the need may require.
b. The Board Positions of the Family Organization shall consist of the President, Secretary, Treasurer and Fundraising Chair
c. Board Members must be members in good standing and have a student currently enrolled or enrolled within the last 12 months with the McNamara McCarthy School of Irish Dance during the term of office. 
d. In the event of any vacancy in any board position for any reason, the membership shall elect a member in good standing to fill the unexpired term at the next family organization meeting. 
e. No individual may be elected to more than three consecutive terms in any one office.

ARTICLE V: STANDING AND SPECIAL COMMITTEES 

a. The membership shall appoint the chairpersons of a committee. 
b. Chairpersons will begin their terms upon appointment and until their position is no longer deemed necessary or they vacate. 
c. Standing Committees shall include: Feis Committee and By-Laws Committee. 

d. The Board may appoint special committees when the membership deems such committees necessary.

e. A Board member will post all meeting agendas/minutes/budgets on the Family Organization website for all membership to view. 

f. The President shall be an ex-officio member of all committees. 
ARTICLE VI: FISCAL YEAR

 The fiscal year of the Family Organization shall begin July 1st and end June 30th.

ARTICLE VII: VOTING

Members must be in good standing and present to vote. One vote per family. 

ARTICLE VIII: FINANCE 

All funds are to be deposited in bank(s) approved by the Board and may be withdrawn on the signature of the Treasurer and/or President. 

ARTICLE IX: PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY 

Robert Rules of Order Revised shall govern the organization in all cases where they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with the Bylaws.

 ARTICLE X: AMENDMENTS 

Any member or members may propose an amendment to the Bylaws providing amendments are submitted to the Board of Directors seven days prior to a general meeting. 
ARTICLE XI: ADVISORS 

Any owner or paid employee of the McNamara McCarthy School of Irish Dance will not have voting rights.  
ARTICLE XII: MEETINGS 

Family Organization meetings will be held monthly.
